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Whatôs new?

Å Stronger emphasis on vocabulary development, grammar, 

punctuation and spelling (for example, the use of commas and 

apostrophes will be taught in KS1).

Å Editing and proof reading is fundamental to the writing process. Can 

the children spot  their mistake? Do they know what to do when 

correcting? Dictionary skills are key and use of support materials such 

as word mats, thesaurus or key words displayed in the classroom. 

Å Handwritingïnot currently assessed under the national curriculum ïis 

expected to be fluent, legible and speedy.

Å Spoken English has a greater emphasis, with children to be taught 

debating and presenting skills.



S Children are required to learn and apply a very prescriptive list of 
grammatical concepts, punctuation and spelling rules. Our job is 
to make sure these are taught thoroughly and consolidated 
throughout the year so children can confidently identify within 
their work the correct use of a given concept.

Spelling in the New Curriculum

There is much more emphasis on spelling skills; gone are 

the days when children would learn a list of spellings 

weekly and be tested on these. The curriculum promotes a 

knowledge and mastery of spelling strategies and rules 

which will then be applied in writing. In terms of assessing 

spelling, this element now has equal weighting alongside 

grammar, vocabulary and writing processes. In fact in the 

recent KS2 assessments the percentage of marks gained 

from spelling has doubled. This highlights the importance 

that spelling has in your childôs journey as a writer.



What do we need to be able 

to spell?

There are certain elements that appear in each year group:

Homophonesïwords which sound the same but have different meanings.

There and their, wear and where, weight and wait, right and write. 

Prefixes - added to the beginning of a root word
